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ASC Curriculum Intent

At Kingsweston, we want our pupils to thrive both academically and personally throughout their time at KSW and beyond. 
Pupils access an engaging and meaningful curriculum that is designed to provide them with the skills and knowledge to 
enable them as individuals to: live as independently as possible;  live socially fulfilled lives; keep safe within the 
community and online; gain and develop a love of learning and acquire a broad range of knowledge that can be 
applied beyond the classroom.

To achieve this, the ASC Strandcurriculum aims to broaden our pupilsù subject knowledge, alongside developing their 
essential and functional skills for life. Additionally, to specifically support our pupils to overcome the barriers to learning 
that may be associated with their ASC to enable them to access the curriculum at its fullest. This is delivered through a 
duel aspect curriculum model comprising of a topic-based, academic aspect in which pupils acquire new skills, and build 
on prior knowledge inline with the aspirations of the National Curriculum. Alongside a Personal Development aspect that 
facilitates pupils to develop their social emotional skills, make progress towards their EHCP outcomes, and enhance their 
PHSE knowledge and understanding.  

The intent of the Academic aspect is toā
Provide an awareness and understanding of a broad range of 

subjects that contribute to pupils developing their understanding
of their immediate environment and their understanding of the 

world they live in.

To gain functional literacy and numeracy skills that will provide a 
greater degree of independence in later life.

Equally, the knowledge focused aspect of the curriculum also 
acts as a vehicle for learning; to engage and motivate learners to 

achieve their targets in different contexts, facilitating
generalisation of skills and knowledge; through applying prior 

knowledge to different subjects and contexts.

The intent of the Personal Development aspect is toā
Enable pupils to incrementally develop the essential skills 
that are personal to their specific learning needs (linked to 

EHCPs)
Facilitate pupils to overcome barriers to learning that are 

specific to their diagnoses of ASC. 

To develop pupilsù social & emotional skills in order to 
facilitate personalised self-regulation strategies that will 

eventually allow them to self manage a range of emotions.

KS2 Overview:  

The KS2 phase curriculum encompasses both the semi- formal level; where pupilùs learn through a topic based approach, 
functional activities and play development, through to the formal level; where pupils are operating within the National 

Curriculum subjects at an appropriate level for their key stage, developing independence skills, and beginning 
preparations for the next steps. 

There is a breadth of coverage through the 3 year cross curricular topic cycle, with variation of experiences and learning, 
this is considered in a developmentally appropriate progression. Foundation subjects are experienced and developed 

through a range of activities which can be personalised to the needs of the pupils.
The academic curriculum has developed following guidance from NC requirements and to meet the bespoke learning 

needs of our pupils öthese are embedded within the topic cycles.

English and maths are taught in incremental pathways appropriate for the pupilùs attainment. Medium Term plans identify 
the strand genre and progression across 3 core groups for teaching (lower ability, middle ability and higher ability).

Reading and phonics delivery is secured through literacy sessions with tasks adapted to meet the individual needs of 
pupils, we follow the principles of letters and sounds and have personalised planned activities to develop speaking and 
listening öessentially driven by individual EHCP communication outcomes. These developments are pinnacle for pupil 

self-autonomy.

The Personal Development aspect is driven by the individual needs of the pupils, particularly SEMH and sensory needs 
from their personal EHCP. Staff analyse and evaluate pupil behaviour, the communication intention is considered and 

carefully planned interventions are placed.
